A Perth father who was killed by
a shark while spearfishing near
Rottnest has been remembered
as a fiercely loyal and generous
man who would give the shirt off
his back.

Steven Mattaboni, 38, was in
the water with friends when the
predator, reportedly a great
white, attacked before 10am on
Saturday.

His devastated wife Shirene
led tributes to the “one-of-a-
kind gentleman”, describing him
