to 16 years to life in state prison on Wednesday
for setting the Line fire in High-
land in September 2024, a blaze
that damaged six structures,
injured six firefighters and burned
44,000 acres.

He received six years for setting
a fire that was quickly extinguished
by agood Samaritan, a term that will
be served first, and 10 years to life for
setting the Line fire.

“We have an individual who is a
serial arsonist,” said Deputy District Attorney Justin
Crocker, in successfully arguing for the maximum
sentence on both charges. “There is no other way to
putit. The evidence shows he is an individual dead
