LOS ANGELES — Nick Reiner, the 
32-year-old son of Hollywood lumi-
nary Rob Reiner and Michele Singer 
Reiner, pleaded not guilty Monday to 
two counts of first-degree murder more 
than two months after their deaths, 

denying for the first time that he fatally 
stabbed his parents.

Reiner’s attorney, Deputy Public 
Defender Kimberly Greene, entered 
the plea on his behalf as he stood behind 
glass in an enclosed custody area of the 
packed Los Angeles courtroom.

The third of Rob Reiner’s four chil-
dren, Nick Reiner has been held without 
bail since his arrest hours after beloved 
actor-director Reiner and photographer 
and producer Singer were found dead 
on Dec. 14 at their home in the upscale 

Brentwood section of Los Angeles.
Reiner appeared in court with a 

shaved head and light facial hair, wear-
ing brown jail clothes. He talked to his 
lawyer briefly through the glass before 
the judge began the hearing. At one 
point a low door in the enclosure was 
opened and they crouched down and 
spoke face-to-face. During the hear-
ing, he spoke only to answer yes when 
the judge asked if he waived his right

Rob Reiner’s son enters not guilty plea
Hearing marks first time 
he’s denied killing parents

The nearly five-week strike by 
31,000 registered nurses and other 
workers at Kaiser Permanente is 
over, with union members set to 
return to work today.

In a statement, the union said 

its members are going back to 
work while “final negotiations are 
completed.”

The likely end of the protracted 
walkout comes after last week saw 
more than 40% of union workers 
cross picket lines and go back to 
work.

With town hall and video 

conferencing meetings sched-
uled Monday, the union posted a 
message via Facebook directing 
its workers with Kaiser to return 
to work at 7 a.m. today, according to 
a Los Angeles affiliate of the United 
Nurses Association of California/
Union of Health Care Professionals.

GUADALAJARA, Mexico 
— Twenty-five members of the 
Mexican National Guard died in 
six separate attacks after special 
forces killed the notorious leader of 
the Jalisco New Generation Cartel, 
the country’s security secretary said 
Monday as much of Mexico feared 
more violence.

Nemesio Oseguera Cervantes, 
called “El Mencho,” was the boss 
of one of the fastest-growing crim-
inal networks in Mexico, known for 
trafficking fentanyl, methamphet-
amine and cocaine to the United 
States and staging brazen attacks 
against government officials who 
challenged the cartel. The organi-
zation responded to his death by 
blocking roads and setting fire to 
vehicles.

Four people were hospitalized with major inju-
ries early Sunday after a hit-and-run driver plowed 
through a crowd of people who were arguing outside 
a Redlands bar, police said.
