‘90s pop culture icon among
headlining acts for Colorado State Fair

A pop culture icon from the 1990s
who’s as cold as Ice and a homegrown
Colorado rock band are among the latest
headlining acts announced for the 2026

Colorado State Fair.

The “I Love The 90s Tour,” headlined
by Grammy-nominated rapper Vanilla
Ice, will stop by the Southwest Motors
Events Center at the state fair on Sept. 5,
and Denver-based band The Fray will
take the stage the following evening on
Sept. 6.

The “I Love The ‘90s Tour” is an-
chored by Vanilla Ice, the rapper best
known for his 1990 smash hit “Ice Ice
Baby”, which was nominated for a
Grammy award and was the first hip
hop single to top the Billboard charts.

The Colorado State Fair stop on the
tour will also feature appearances by
rapper Tone Loc, best known for his
1989 song “Funky Cold Medina”, R&B
group Color Me Badd, known for early

child dies
from RSV

A Pueblo County child under 5 years
old recently died after contracting res-
piratory syncytial virus (RSV), mark-
ing the county's first RSV death in at
least five years.

In an April 8 news release, officials
with the Pueblo Department of Public
Health and Environment confirmed
the pediatric RSV death and encour-
aged community members to get the
RSV vaccine.

“It is with a heavy heart that we an-
nounce the first death related to RSV in
Pueblo County this year. We send our
most sincere condolences to the im-
pacted family and loved ones,” said
Randy Evetts, PDPHE public health di-
rector.

PDPHE spokesperson Trysten Gar-
cia told the Chieftain that the pediatric
death was not only Pueblo County's
first of 2026, but the first in over five
years.

What is RSV?

RSV is a common respiratory virus
that infects the nose, throat, respira-
tory tract, and lungs, according to the
U.S. Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention.

The virus can spread when an in-
fected person coughs or sneezes, or by
direct contact with a contaminated
surface, PDPHE officials said in the re-
lease.

Symptoms of RSV may include
cough, runny nose, congestion, a de-
crease in appetite, sneezing, wheez-
ing, or fever. The virus can also cause
more severe illnesses, such as
