Delaware is considering repairs to
the foundation of how it funds public
schools.

The state group charged with over-
hauling that formula got its first
chance to brief lawmakers on Jan. 21
after meeting for more than a year. Fa-
miliar faces from the Public Education
Funding Commission lined the House
chamber,while Secretary ofEducation
CindyMarten and school district lead-
ers previewed the pitch to come.

The almost two-hour hearing
brought calm questioning from both

A winter storm poised to drop the
most snow the state has seen in a dec-
ade could be bearing downonDelaware
this weekend − but it is far from a lock.

Models have pulled snow totals
north, and the beaches could see some
mixing during the storm,whose scale is
rare but pattern is familiar.

National Weather Service meteorol-
ogist Ray Martin said models still have
room to wobble. They aren’t releasing
an official snow total forecast until Fri-
day, Jan. 23, and the storm is supposed
to hit late Saturday night throughMon-
day.

“This is why we don’t issue watches
this far out, there could still be signifi-
cant deviations,” Martin said. “There’s
a lot of variability left.”

What affects how
much snow we may see?

There is not one specific factor that

could affect whether you get sleet or 2
feet of snow. Martin said the atmos-
phere acts as a fluid, and everything
can play a factor. The current El Niño-
Southern Oscillation pattern, which is
an influential climate pattern deter-
mined by ocean temperatures in the
central Pacific Ocean, is in a La Niña
phase, which is cooler than an El Niño.

The warm El Niño tends to lead to
more likely “Classic I-95” heavy snow-
storms, Martin said. La Niña patterns
tend to pull storms north. But it’s not a
general rule.
