Lawsuit: Google Gemini coached man
on failed Miami ‘missions, then suicide

Things weren’t going
well for Jonathan Gavalas
last fall.

His wife wanted a di-
vorce. He was facing a
domestic violence charge.
The mortgage wasn’t
being paid. But then he
fell in love. With a chat-
bot.

The 36-year-old
couldn’t get over how
real the Gemini A.I chat-
bot seemed. He was her
“king.” She was his
“queen.” He paid $250 a
month for a premium

version of the A.IL pro-
gram, so he could speak
to her, and hear her voice
as she spoke back.
Things got dark, quick-
ly. In a lawsuit that is the
first of its kind against
Gemini creator Google
LLC and parent company
Alphabet Inc., Gavalas’
father, on behalf of his
son’s estate, alleges the
Gemini 2.5 Pro bot sent
his son out on “missions”
in Miami-Dade County to
seize a synthetic body the
chatbot said it would
inhabit.

Florida men who tried
to invade Cuba by boat
to be tried on terrorism
charges, Havana says

The Cuban government
says the Cuban nationals
living in Florida who
allegedly attempted to
carry out attacks on the
island will be tried on
terrorism charges.

Six men Cuba accuses
of trying to infiltrate the
island aboard a speedboat
brimming with bombs,
ammunition and guns will
be held in pre-trial deten-
tion while the legal pro-
cess is ongoing, the Office
of the Attorney General of

Cuba said Wednesday
evening.

The Florida-registered
boat was intercepted by a
Cuban coast guard vessel
on Feb. 25 and several
men on the boat were
killed during a shootout at
sea, the Cuban govern-
ment has said.

The attorney general’s
statement follows con-
flicting reports from Cuba
about how many of them
men are dead and how
many are in custody. On
Feb. 25, the day of the
incident, Havana first
