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The owners of a historic building on
St. Augustine’s oldest street downtown
have been given permission to demolish
part of the structure.

Review Board has approved the partial

demolition of 7 Aviles St., a two-story
historic structure in the heart of historic
downtown. The building’s second story
is crumbling.
Built in 1888 as a one-story masonry

jail, a two-story brick storefront and
one-story garage were added in 1899.
The second-story cantilevered balcony
does not appear in research documen-
tation until the1953 update of the Sand-

born Map.
The first-floor walls aremade of co-

quina, aporousmaterial filledwithmi-
croscopic air structures that make it
particularlly strong. The second story
was constructed with wood-framed
walls, wood-framed floors, and a
wood-framed roof on the west side of
