SPRINGFIELD — The Illinois House
passed more than 150 bills out of com-
mittee earlier this week as it worked to-
ward aMarch 27 deadline tomove legis-
lation to the full House.

fees, classification of “child torture”as a
ClassX felony, a retry at a nonprofit sav-
ings bill the governor recently vetoed,
and a bill to strip Chicago’s authority to
alter the minimum wage for workers

who make tips.
All of the measures passed this week

are still a long way from final passage,
requiring approval from both chambers
and the governor to become law.
