Paramount Skydance has enhanced
its Warner Bros. Discovery bid by offer-
ing extra cash for each quarter the deal
fails to closeafter this year andagreed to
cover the breakup fee the HBO owner
would owe Netflix if it walked away.

Even though Paramount did not raise
its overall per-share offer, the sweeten-

ers mark the company’s latest attempt
to woo Warner Bros. shareholders in its
prolonged battle with Netflix for control
of some of the world’s most prized TV
and film assets.

The CBS parent has offered a 25-cent
per share “ticking fee” that will equal
about $650 million in cash each quarter
between the start of 2027 and the close
of a deal with Warner Bros., Paramount
said on Feb. 10.

It did not raise its overall offer of $30

per share, or $108.4 billion, for the
whole of Warner Bros. including cable
assets.

But Paramount would fund the
$2.8 billion termination fee thatWarner
Bros. would owe Netflix if their
$82.7 billion deal for its studio and
streaming assets falls through.

Both Netflix and Paramount covet
Warner Bros. for its leading film and
television studios, extensive content li-
brary and major franchises such as

“Game of Thrones,” “Harry Potter” and
DC Comics’ superheroes Batman and
Superman.

Several analysts said the move sig-
naled Paramount’s confidence that the
Netflix deal may fail to pass regulatory
scrutiny and it would have an easier
path to approval, but it may not be
enough to sway investors waiting for a
higher offer.

Drinking a few cups of caffeinated
coffee or tea every day may help in a
small way to preserve brain power and
prevent dementia, researchers report-
ed on Feb. 9.

Peoplewith the highest daily intake
of caffeinated coffee had an 18% lower
risk of developing dementia compared
to those with the lowest such intake,
according toa studybasedon respons-
es to questionnaires by 132,000 U.S.
adults spanning four decades.

The study, published in JAMA, also
found that the people with the highest
intake had a lower rate – by nearly 2
percentage points – of self-perceived
memory or thinking problems com-
pared to those with the lowest intake.

Results were similar with caffeinat-
ed tea, but notwith decaffeinated bev-
erages, the researchers said.

While the findings are encouraging,
the studydoesnotprove caffeinehelps
protect the brain, they said.

The magnitude of caffeine’s effect,
if any, was small, and there are other
better-documented ways to protect
cognitive function, study leader Dr.
Daniel Wang of Harvard Medical
School said in a statement.

Lifestyle factors linked with lower
risks of dementia include exercise, a
healthy diet and adequate sleep, ac-
cording to previous research. “Our
study suggests that caffeinated coffee
or tea consumption canbe onepiece of
that puzzle,”Wang said.

The findings were most pro-
nounced in participants who con-
sumed two to three cups of caffeinated
coffee or one to two cups of caffeinated
tea daily, the researchers reported.

Further research is needed to vali-
date the factors and mechanisms re-
sponsible for the findings, the re-
searchers said.
