If the government had found away to
save $10 for every dollar it spent helping
low-income people get healthier,
wouldn’t it make sense for it to keep do-
ing that?

Ed through local community pro-
grams, often partnering with nonprof-
its. It cost only one penny for every
SNAP dollar spent, and it worked.

SNAP-Ed taught people how to identify healthy food patterns, keep food safe and navigate a complex food environment.
It also taught low-income Americans how to improve their budgeting and planning for meals that balance cost and
nutrition.

How big of an impact will the U.S.
Supreme Court’s March 31 ruling on
speech-based conversion therapy
have on the First Amendment? That
will depend on how states across the
nation have drafted their laws regulat-
ing the practice, legal experts say.
In an 8-1 ruling, the Supreme Court

sidedwith a therapist challenging Col-
orado’s ban on the therapy, agreeing
that the Denver-based 10th U.S. Cir-
cuit Court of Appeals should have ap-
plied a stricter constitutional test to
evaluate the law.
The court sent the case back to the

appeals court to be reconsidered un-
der the tougher First Amendment test,
which it is unlikely to pass. Under
strict scrutiny, the government has to
prove that a restriction on speech is
narrowly tailored to protect a compel-
ling interest, which is generally pre-
venting harm to an individual or the
public at large, according to the Free-
dom Forum.
Colorado’s Minor Conversion Ther-

apy Law, which went into effect in
2019, defines conversion therapy as at-
tempts to “change an individual’s sex-
ual orientation or gender identity, in-
cluding efforts to change behaviors or
gender expressions or to eliminate or
reduce sexual or romantic attractionor
feelings toward individuals of the
same sex.”
“Colorado may regard its policy as

essential to public health and safety.
Certainly, censorious governments
throughout history have believed the
same,” Justice Neil Gorsuch wrote in
the majority opinion. “But the First
Amendment stands as a shield against
any effort to enforce orthodoxy in
thought or speech in this country.”
Justice Ketanji Brown Jackson was

the only one to dissent, writing that
the First Amendment does not bar a
state from “prevent[ing] its licensed
talk therapists from using speech to
harm the minors in their care.”
AllianceDefending Freedom,which

represented therapist Kaley Chiles in
the case, welcomed the ruling in a
virtual news conference March 31.
Jim Campbell, the organization’s

chief legal counsel, called it a “decisive
win for free speech,” while Chiles said
she hopes the ruling “fuel[s] a greater
pursuit of truth, both amongst the
