an interactiveonline tool that empowers thepublic to
explore incidents responded to by the Salisbury Po-
lice Department over the past four weeks.
Through an intuitive map overlaid with a grid of

Salisbury’s neighborhoods, users can click any grid
cell to view adetailed breakdownof incident types—
such as thefts, burglaries, assaults, andmore — that
occurredwithin that area during the 28-daywindow.
This feature provides both broad trends and street-
level insights, enhancing public situational aware-
ness and safety preparedness, according to the city’s
release.
As part of its safety awareness initiative, the city
