Parent challenges Monroe schools’ Title IX probe

While Monroe Public Schools has
stated a Title IX investigation regarding
an alleged trans athlete is complete, the
parent behind the complaint isn’t satis-
fied with the results and demanding re-
lease of investigative materials.

The Thomas More Law Center, the
law firm representing Sean Lechner, re-
leased a letter decrying the investiga-
tion results and calling it a “so-called
‘investigation.”

Monroe Public Schools Superinten-
dent Andrew Shaw announced earlier
this month an independent investiga-
tor determined that the school was not
in violation of Title IX and that the
claims against MPS were “unsubstanti-
ated.”

The law firm’s letter states “the in-
vestigative process was corrupted.”

Monroe County residents will have
several opportunities to recycle old
tires for free, according to a communi-
ty announcement.

The Recycling & Green Community
Program and the Monroe County Drain
Commission are offering tire recycling
events from 9 a.m. to noon on the last
Wednesday of each month from April
through July. The collections will take
place at the Monroe County Drain
Commission Office, 1005 S. Raisinville
Road, Monroe.

The scheduled dates are April 29,
May 27, June 24 and July 29.

Residents can bring up to 10 clean,
rimless passenger vehicle or light
truck tires. The program is open to
Monroe County residents only; com-
mercial sources are not permitted.

Tires will be recycled
into playground materials
and road projects

Tires collected at the events will be
recycled into materials such as play-
ground and landscape applications,
rubberized asphalt road projects, in-
fill material for synthetic athletic fields
and rubber chips for septic fields and
other engineered projects, according
to the announcement.

Since 2015, the tire recycling pro-
gram has collected and recycled more
