$500,000 grant from North Carolina’s
GreatTrails StateProgramto funda trail
project that would allow hikers to sum-
mit SpencerMountain, the thirdhighest
point in the Charlotte region.
The grant is one of the final pieces of

funding needed for the $1.5 million pro-

ject, said Ashton Lamb, trail develop-
ment manager for Catawba Lands Con-
servancy.
“We are really close to closing the

gaps on the $1.5 million,” Lamb said.
“Less than half million dollars away
from our goal, so we’re getting really
close.”
The project will create 3 miles of

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WASHINGTON – Vice President JD
Vance is embracing his role as sales-
man-in-chief for President Donald
Trump’s agenda and taking charge of an
effort to rebrand their tax cut and
spending law.

It’s been tagged by critics as a give-
away to rich elites, and the administra-
tion is tapping a vice president who
grew up poor to turn public perception.
Trump insisted on calling the law –

which is meant to be their signature
achievement – the “One Big Beautiful
Bill.” Yet, surveys show the legislation,
with provisions that take health insur-

ance from 10 millions people, is not
playing well with voters.
Enter Vance, who rolled out the re-

brand in Peachtree City, Georgia, where
he repeatedly called the law the “Work-
ing Families Tax Cut.”

MINNEAPOLIS − The city mourned
the violent death of two children Aug.
28while authorities tried to determine
the motive of a suspect who fired doz-
ens of rounds through stained glass
windows at a Catholic church as stu-
dents and teachers prayed at a Mass
celebrating the start of school.
The attack killed two children, ages

8 and 10, and wounded 17 others: 14
childrenages 6 to15 and three adults in
their 80s.
One child was in critical condition

Aug. 28 at Hennepin Healthcare, the
city’s largest trauma center, and one
adult and one child remained in “seri-
ous” condition, interim CEO Thomas
Klemond told reporters.
