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NH gaming halls generated
$60 million for the state;
$64 million for charities

New Hampshire’s casino industry
saw significant growth last year as
larger facilities opened, game rooms
expanded, and slot machines were
introduced — pushing state revenue

Casino revenue nears half-billion dollars

from charitable gaming up more
than 70%.

The state collected $60.2 million
from casinos in 2025. This total in-
cludes revenue from games of
chance such as poker, blackjack, slot
machines, and historic horse racing
machines, according to data from the
New Hampshire Lottery and Gam-
ing Commission.

By comparison, the state made
$35.2 million from charitable gaming
in 2024.

With the growing casino industry,
itisn’t just the state’s coffers that are
filling.

Local charities and nonprofits
that partner with gaming venues also
saw substantial gains. In 2025, dona-
tions to these organizations totaled
$64 million, up from $39.3 million the
previous year, with some donations
reaching into the hundreds of thou-
sands of dollars.

The biggest winners are the game
room operators themselves, which

took in $250 million in 2025 from
horse racing and games of chance
alone, with video lottery games on
track to generate another $75 million
ayear.

All told, casino betting in New
Hampshire is nearing half a billion
dollars a year in revenue.

These figures don’t include
money generated from other
sources, like lottery tickets or sports

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Will
heads
to high
court

Judge from Loudon
confirmed by 4-1 vote

In his time on the court, Daniel
Will rejected evidence when he found
that police violated constitutional
rights and denied a warrant that he
determined didn’t meet probable
cause standards.

It’s that commit-
ment to civil liber-
ties that prompted
the Executive Coun-
cil to confirm Will in
a 4-1 vote as the
newest justice on
the New Hampshire
Supreme Court.

“This is not a
judge that defers to the govern-
ment,” Councilor John Stephen of
Manchester said before the vote on
Wednesday. “This is a judge that fol-
lows the Constitution wherever it
leads.”

Will, who lives in Loudon, has
served as a Superior Court justice
since 2021. Before that, he was New
Hampshire’s first solicitor general,
representing the state’s legal inter-
ests before the state and U.S.
Supreme Courts.

Annual NH
bird count
this weekend

If you haven’t dared to go outside
since December because of the
weather and suspect the cold will
keep you indoors until spring, you
can still take part in one of the oldest
“citizen science” projects around.

The 39th annual Backyard Winter
Bird Survey will take place this week-
end with people urged to report the
birds they see around their houses.
Spotting them through the kitchen
window is perfectly acceptable.

“Participants can count birds for
as little as 15 minutes or as long as
they’d like over the two-day period.
Counts can be done from a window or
outdoors (coffee or hot chocolate op-
tional),” is how New Hampshire
Audubon, the state’s host for this na-
tional event, put it in a press release.
