“Salt is incredibly
destructive, I don’t think I need to
tell any of you that, in terms of what
it does to vehicles, infrastructure,
etc. But what it does to water, what
it’s doing to the lake, what it does
to drinking water — you’re going to
hear about that, as well. And what
it does to our personal health — if
