Game 1is set for a 6:08 p.m. first pitch on ESPN
and Game 2 on Wednesday will begin at 6:08 p.m.

Card playoff at Fenway Park in 2021, with the Red Sox
posting a 6-2 victory.

Both sides take aim at
McKee for ‘hiding’ audit

Gov. Dan McKee is facing sharp
criticism from both ends of the politi-
cal spectrum for refusing for a year and
a half to make public a “forensic audit”
—he commissioned - that exposed the
state’s share of the blame for the
Washington Bridge fiasco.

The most immediate questions in
the wake of the publication of the long-
withheld report:

e Will Democrat McKee keep Peter
Alviti as state Transportation Direc-
tor?

e Can McKee survive the political
fallout from withholding the report al-
leging decades of neglect from public
view and then, after he had it in hand,
giving Alviti a raise?

McKee has not answered questions
about Alviti’s future in his administra-
tion. However, McKee’s only declared
Democratic primary challenger, Hele-
na Foulkes, has already started pelting
him with questions. Simultaneously,
