opens in rural Cottageville as Murdaugh
trial juror Craig Moyer feeds his chick-
ens.
As narrators offer a quick recap of the

high-profile, internationally followed
murder and fraud case involving dis-
barred lawyer Murdaugh, a bearded
Moyer, pacinghis family farm inafishing
cap, brings it home as the atypical aver-
age citizen compelled to fulfill his civic
duty by serving on jury duty.
