Senator proposes, withdraws amendment

The South Carolina Senate briefly
considered a new version of a map,
which would keep a longtime Demo-
cratic representative in the 6th Con-

gressional District, but the map will not
move forward.

The South Carolina Senate started
debates on a redistricting bill on May 21
and discussed a new drafted voting
map, however, the chamber adjourned
without taking significant steps on the
policy. The bill thus far has moved

quickly through the legislature, and
senators seem ready to meet through
Memorial Day weekend if needed.

The South Carolina legislature is tak-
ing up redistricting after the U.S. Su-
preme Court ruled against Louisiana’s
congressional maps in a consequential
decision for the Voting Rights Act. The

South Carolina Freedom Caucus used
the ruling to revive its calls for a con-
gressional map that gives Republicans
control over the 6th Congressional Dis-
trict, which is currently held by Demo-
cratic powerbroker U.S. Rep. James

Montgomery calling
Upstate split ‘not ideal’

Rep. Scott Montgomery said the
proposed Congressional redistricting
plan that would split the Upstate, in-
cluding his district on the east side of
Spartanburg, is “not ideal.”

But on May 20 he voted with the
majority of other Republicans in the
South Carolina House of Representa-
tives to advance the measure to the
state Senate. Montgomery said his
reason was straightforward: support
for President Donald Trump.

Trump pressured South Carolina
lawmakers to adopt a new map intend-
ed to give Republicans a 7-0 sweep of
the state’s congressional delegation.

Montgomery said he received nu-
merous calls from constituents asking
him to vote against splitting Spartan-
burg as well as from those who favor
redistricting.

Ultimately, he said, “I believe in the
Trump agenda. I think Trump still has
alot to do and needs the House of Rep-
resentatives to be majority Republican
so he can get his agenda passed. He
felt it was necessary for South Caroli-
na to be 7-0, and we did it for him.”
