Both Democrats and Republi-
cans say they should be authorized — and private
prisonoperatorCoreCivichasagreed topay for apilot
program — but Tennessee’s prisons department is
vehemently opposed.

al during a hearing of the Senate Corrections Sub-
committee this week, a sign the bill will be consid-
eredwhen the legislature returns later thismonth. At
least 25 other states are using or implementing body-
worn cameras in state prisons, but Tennessee has
not yet done so.
