Attorneys for aMaryvilleman arrest-
ed at his job site by U.S. Immigration
and Custom Enforcement officers have
filed a habeas corpus petition challeng-
ing his incarceration, which they say is

unlawful.
Diego Hernandez Garcia was arrest-

ed Dec. 11 despite having been granted
deferred action allowing him to remain
in the United States with his immigra-
tion status to be determined at a future
date, attorney Rachel Bonano said.
ICE’s website makes clear that resi-

dents with deferred action are consid-
ered lawfully present in the U.S.: “An in-
dividual who has received deferred ac-
tion is authorized by DHS to be in the
United States for the duration of the de-

ferred action period.”
The El Salvador native has an order

of removal, Bonano said, from when he
was 14, but in the interim was granted
Special Immigrant Juvenile Status. He
later received deferred action to stay
through May 12, 2026.
The juvenile status is typically given

tominors who have been abused, aban-
doned or neglected by a parent, accord-
ing to ICE’s website. Once granted, re-
cipients are eligible for apermanent res-
ident card, commonly called a green

card, though that process is not imme-
diate.
Hernandez Garcia, 24, was arrested

while working at a Hardin Valley con-
struction site. He was not charged with
a crime.
“He is aMaryvilleHighSchool gradu-

ate. No criminal record. A member of a
local church. Event after explaining all
of this, ICE refused to release him,” Bo-
nano said in a text.
