Charges against two American citi-
zens stemming from a federal immi-
gration raid on a Hardin Valley con-
struction site should be tossed, de-
fense attorneys said in a federal court
filing.

rant, which would make the arrests
theymade unconstitutional, the attor-
neys for Alexander Bonilla-Servin and
TylerWells argue in their Feb. 20filing.
In fact, ICE provided no warrant then
or after the men were arrested, the at-
torneys said.
It follows, the attorneys say, the

charges should be tossed, or at least
the evidence suppressed, because the
entire case is predicated on an uncon-
stitutional search in violation of the
Fourth Amendment’s ban on warrant-
less searches.
