Buildings, apartments and other

new developments have popped up
steadily in Knoxville in recent years.
But if you’ve ever wondered why
none of those new buildings are sky-
scrapers, you’re not alone.
The standard minimum height for

a skyscraper is 490 feet, according to
the Council on Tall Buildings and Ur-

ban Habitat. Knoxville’s tallest
building comes up 150 feet shorter
than that.
First Horizon Plaza, better

known as the “Jake Butcher build-
ing,” is 327 feet. That’s tall enough
to be considered a high-rise build-
ing, but it’s far from skyscraper sta-
tus.
The reason there are no sky-

scrapers in Knoxville is not because
the city is trying to protect a specific
skyline or maintain those Great
Smoky Mountains views.
Unlike other cities, Knoxville

does not have a rule limiting
