WASHINGTON – U.S. private pay-
rolls posted their largest increase in 15
months inApril, pointing to continued
labormarket stability even as the con-
flict in the Middle East clouds the
economy’s outlook.

The labormarket remains ina “low-
hire, low-fire” state, though econo-
mists are warning of downside risks
as the U.S.-Israel war with Iran fans
inflation. The latest sign of labor mar-
ket stability in the ADP’s national em-
ployment report on May 6 bolsters fi-

nancial market expectations that the
Federal Reserve would leave interest
rates unchanged into 2027.

“The labor market has been on sol-
id but precarious footing for some
time, not exactly growing but also not
significantly deteriorating,” said Eliz-
abeth Renter, senior economist at
NerdWallet. “Amid ongoing global
conflict, the fallout of a continuing oil
shock and continued economic policy
uncertainty, it would take more than
one strong report on the labor market
to signal we’re facing a different labor

President Donald Trump said Iran
could either agree to a framework for
peace talksorbombingwould resume,
after he had paused themilitary oper-
ation to reopen the Strait of Hormuz.

Trumpsaid on socialmedia thewar
that began Feb. 28, with a ceasefire
since April 7, could end if Iran agrees
to U.S. terms and allows commercial
shipping through the Strait of Hor-
muz.

But he said if Tehran doesn’t agree,

bombing would resume “at a much
higher level and intensity.”

His appeal for peace came after he
paused “Project Freedom,” an effort
launched onMay 4 to move U.S. com-
mercial vessels through the critical
shipping channel. Military leaders
said a few U.S. vessels safely passed
through the strait in theoperation, but
Iran restarted its attacks on commer-
cial vessels and neighboring Gulf
states.

Trump said in a statement that “we
have mutually agreed that ... Project
Freedomwill be paused for a short pe-
riod of time to see whether or not the

Agreement can be finalized.”
An Iranian foreign ministry

spokesperson, cited by Iran’s ISNA
news agency, said Iran would convey
its response soon via Pakistan, which
hosted the war’s only peace talks and
has since served as the main conduit
for messages between the sides.

By the afternoon of May 5, there
had been no public comment from
Washington’s wartime ally Israel,
which has pressed Washington to
stand tough on demands before any
agreement.

Another hantavirus-linked case has
been identified among passengers on a
cruise ship in the Atlantic Ocean, offi-
cials announced on May 6.

According to the World Health Or-
ganization, eight cases, including three
lab-confirmedcasesofhantavirus, have
now been identified among those who

traveled on the
MV Hondius, a
cruise ship run
by Nether-
lands-based
operator
Oceanwide Ex-
peditions.

Three of
those people
were evacuated
from the ship to
receive care
earlier May 6.
Oceanwide said
twowere in “se-
rious condi-
tion.” The third
was asymp-
tomatic but
closely associ-
ated with an in-
dividual who
died on board.

Three people
have died from
their infections.

The MV
Hondius, carry-
ing nearly 150
people, has

been moored off the coast of Cape
Verde. The ship is expected to dock in
Spain’s Tenerife, in the Canary Islands,
within three days, Spain’s healthminis-
ter said, adding that those still on board
were not presenting any symptoms of
the disease.

Upon arrival, passengers and crew
will be screened and treated in linewith
protocol from health officials, Ocean-
wide Expeditions and Spain’s Ministry
of Health said in a news release.
