Korean companyLSCable and
System plans to build a manu-
facturingfacility inChesapeake,
providing what Gov. Glenn
Youngkin called the “single
largestcapital investment inthe
history of the Hampton Roads
region.”
The complex will house

three different businesses:
Copper rod production from
copper recycling, magnet
wire manufacturing and rare-
earth magnet production.
The company’s $689 million
investment is
expected to
create430jobs.
“The supply

of the rare
earth compo-
nents that go
into particu-
larly magnets
that are used
in a lot of our
sophisticated weapon systems
come from China,” Youngkin
told reporters Friday. “There-
fore, we have a massive risk in
theUnitedStatesforthatsupply
chain. It’s why this particu-
lar investment is so import-
ant, because it creates a secure
supplychainwithtrustedallies
for these most critical compo-
nents.”
The announcement comes

as the United States and other
countriesare tryingtodecrease
relianceonChina,whichmanu-
factures the bulk of rare earth
magnets but has in recent
monthssuspendedtheirexport.
Themagnets are used in prod-
ucts suchasdrones andcars.
“We are literally laying the

foundation for what prom-
ises to be a long and meaning-
ful relationship between our
friends fromSouthKorea, your
gateway to the United States,
and our fair city,” said Chesa-
peakeMayorRickWest.
LSCable andSystem leaders

hope the company will break
groundon the facilitymidnext
yearandbefullyoperationalby
late 2027.
LSGreenlink, a subsidiaryof

LS Cable and System, already
broke ground on a massive
underwater cable factory in
Chesapeake this year. That
$681million,750,0000-square-
foot manufacturing plant is
expected to create more than
330 jobs and will feature the
tallest building in Virginia. It
is expected to be complete in
2028.
The recycling component of

the new facility will function
as a supplier to the Greenlink
project.
