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Bryson Adams was new to singing.
The 11-year-old student at Active 

STEM Academy in Danville didn’t real-
ize he had a talent.

That was before a new after-school 
program.

Dauna Jessup, the director of the 
EBOYZ Innovative Learning Center, 
spotted it right away.

“I walked in and heard this voice,” she 
told the Register & Bee. “And I’m like, 
who is that?”

The sixth grade student is one of what 
Jessup calls “hidden gems” emerging 
in a new program that started in late 
February.

The Eboyz Innovative Learning Cen-
ter is located at the Glenwood Campus 
and is designed for middle school stu-
dents to explore dance, music, drama 
and the arts from 3 to 6 p.m. Monday 
through Thursday.

It was formed by the famed foot-
ball players Trey, Terrell and Tremaine 
Edmunds. 

Jessup and Kameron Walker, the 
associate director, have been gearing up 
for the recent debut since late summer.

Both work with one another at their 
day jobs for Bonner Middle School. 
Jessup teaches dance and Walker is the 
band director.

”We have been faithfully here lay-
ing the foundation for this vision that 
the Edmunds family had,” Jessup said.
