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Petersburg National Battlefi�eld has
scheduled road work to begin in Au-
gust. This work will address serious
sinkholes, preserve pavement, and
restripe roads and parking lots.

The Eastern Front Tour Roadwill be
closed to vehicles south of Route 36
from August 20 to September 9. The
visitor centerswill remain openduring
this time.

The road work is expected to con-
tinue throughNovember 20. Addition-
al short-term road closures through-
out the park will take place at various
times, including a two-day closure at
the Eastern Front Visitor Center. For
the latest updates on road conditions,
view park alerts section of the park
website at nps.gov/pete.

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CHICAGO – From an offi�ce a 15-minute drive from Chi-
cago’s O’Hare International Airport, one small fi�rm helped
import millions of unauthorized Chinese-made vapes last
year alone, forming a key link in the supply chain feeding
U.S. demand for illegal e-cigarettes.

In a little over four years, the fi�rm, a customs brokerage
run by a man named Jay Kim, became a go-to broker for the
Chinese vape industry. The fi�rm worked on 60% of all ship-
ments of vapes and vape parts from China to the United
States in 2024 registered by the Food and Drug Administra-
tion, according to a Reuters analysis.

“A lot of them have FDA authorization,” Kim said in an
interview in his offi�ce in April, referring to the vape ship-
ments his fi�rm handled.

However, FDA data on imports into the U.S. of FDA-reg-
ulated goods such as tobacco products or medicines showed
the products Kim’s fi�rm helped bring into the United States
included unauthorized brands like Lost Mary and Geek Bar.

The FDA has declared those brands illegal to import or
sell, warning their array of fruit and candy fl�avors may ap-
peal to children. The agency says nicotine can harm devel-
oping brains and impact attention, learning and mood in
young people, who can get hookedmore easily on the addic-
tive chemical.

Illegal Chinese vapes
funneled into U.S.

The supply chain ferrying illegal Chinese-made vapes into the United States mostly operates in plain sight.
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Analysis fi�nds billions of dollars
in imports unaccounted for
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Unauthorized Chinese-made vapes were seized in a raid
outside of Chicago by members of the Food and Drug
