Democrats in theWashingtonLegis-
lature on Sunday, Feb. 22, proposed
tapping the state’s rainy day savings
account and slashing hundreds of mil-
lions of dollars for a child care program
for low-income families to balance the
state’s budget into next year.

But under their plans, the state’s
main operating account would have a
more than $900 million deficit in the
first year of the upcoming budget cycle,
which begins July 1, 2027, before rising
back into the black the following year.

“This has been a particularly chal-
lenging supplemental budget to put to-
gether,” said Senate Ways and Means
Chair June Robinson, D-Everett.

Majority Democrats in the House
and Senate pitched a pair of supple-
mental budget blueprints that lawmak-
ers will consider before the legislative
session ends March 12, a deadline now

WASHINGTON – President Donald
Trump vowed to impose new “obnox-
ious” tariffs after the Supreme Court
overturned his signature economic
policy, teasing more measures and
different tools that he can use.

“The court has also approved all
other Tariffs, ofwhich there aremany,
and they can all be used in a much
more powerful and obnoxious way,
with legal certainty, than the Tariffs
as initially used,” Trump said Feb. 23
on social media.

The post was Trump’s latest salvo
against the Supreme Court, where
two of the three justices he appointed
– Neil Gorsuch and Amy Coney Bar-
rett – voted against him. He praised
the three conservative justices – Clar-
ence Thomas, Samuel Alito and Brett
