Attendance at Lambeau Field for
Green Bay Packers games, which
reached an all-time high in 2024, fell
back to normal levels during the 2025
season, but arrests for bad behavior
during games were at an all-time low.

The biggest turnout of the season
was the Oct. 12 game against the Cin-
cinnati Bengals, which the Packerswon
27-18. For that game, 78,277 fans
passed the turnstiles. The lowest turn-
out, curiously, was the home opener
against the Detroit Lions, which the
Packers won 27-13. The Lions were the
defending NFC North champs and it
was the Packers’ first game of the sea-
son, for which a bigger turnout would
be expected. Instead, attendance was
77,239, more than 1,000 less than the
Bengals game.

During the 2025 season, the Packers
drew 622,788 fans for an average of
77,849over eight games.Thatwassimi-
lar to 2023, when the totals were
622,636 and 77,830, respectively.

The Packers hadnine homegames in
2024, which meant more total atten-
dance, but average attendance was

higher as well. The Packers drew
702,030 fans in 2024, an average of
78,003 per game.

Average attendance since 2013,
when the Packers added about 7,000
seats in the south end zone, ranged be-

tween 77,830 in 2023 and 78,414 in
2015. Total attendance for eight-game
seasons was between 622,636 in 2023
and 627,308 in 2015.
