Owens − are suggesting the president is unwell.
“I really think that his mental capacity needs to be

examined,” former Rep. Marjorie Taylor Greene, R-
Georgia, said during an April 15 appearance on CNN
International.
Jones, founder of Infowars and a longtime Trump

supporter, said during a March 31 episode of his new
program that GOP incumbents running for reelection

need to “cut the bait” on the president before the 2026
midterm elections.
“And he does babble and, you know, sound like the

brain’s not doing too hot,” he said.
Owens referred to Trump as a “genocidal lunatic” in

an April 7 post on X, echoing Democrats when she
called for using the 25th Amendment of the U.S.
